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Abstract
During 2005/2006 a survey was developed to provide a geometric model of relationships between Australian Aboriginal (“Murri”) and other residents in a number of outer suburbs of Brisbane in Queensland.  The intention was to investigate similarities and differences within and across groups and to determine capitals with high and low currency within this determined space.  This type of investigation of capitals differs from that originally proposed by Bourdieu (1987) in that the emphasis is not tied to social difference at a national level, nor is it concerned with factors relating to high culture.  Instead, an attempt has been made to uncover social differences at a local level and information concerning Murri people that are not possible to find from national census surveys.
In the presentation we will describe our initial analysis of sections of the survey and then discuss problems, successes and unexpected outcomes of our attempt to establish the active variables that shape this suburban space.
