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Abstract

Correspondence analysis is commonly applied to contingency tables with nominal categorical responses. However many studies involve cross-classifying categorical variables that are of an ordinal nature. 

This paper will review recent developments that have been made into the correspondence analysis of contingency tables with ordinal variables. We will be considering modifications of the typical symmetric analysis that has dominated the correspondence analysis literature and its non-symmetric version.
