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This paper describes the rationale for and methodological issues confronted, in developing a children’s standpoint on what constitutes their well-being. It locates our research in the context of the current emphasis at the global level, on developing social indicators of children’s well-being. In describing the project we identify the epistemological and ethical framework for our approach and the specific methods used in the research. We discuss the policy context whereby the research was designed to inform the New South Wales Commission for Children and Young People, in implementing its mandate to develop indicators of child well being for New South Wales. Finally, we briefly overview the findings of the project and the implications and challenges they contribute to the development of child well-being indicators.
